Crimes

We have suffered, over the last week in March in the Clayton Brook area the theft of five gas meters.  This appears to be rather strange occurrence and we are currently making enquiries with Transco regarding whether this problem is localised, or across the country.  These crimes are worth bearing in mind, if you see anyone acting suspiciously near meter cupboards.   
There have been a number of burglaries at Public Houses in the rural areas where the beading has been removed from windows, or the windows forced.  Again, if you see anything suspicious please call the Police. 

Doorstep Tricksters

 In the Chorley East area we have had callers, at an elderly resident’s home, from a company called “Vision View” who told him that he was installing cctv at all the others properties.  He managed to convince him to pay £300 for an inferior camera which was linked to his television.  They were using a small silver/grey saloon but unfortunately no registration available.  The three males are described  as follows

(1) The “Electrician” –  40’s , 5 ft 8,slim build, dark hair,” short back and sides” , Fawn coloured jacket

(2) The “boss” – 40’s ,shorter, medium build , leather jacket (shaded brown)  dark hair

(3) 3rd man – taller 5ft 9 – 6ft , thick set, fair skin, fair hair, navy blue suit, brief case
Before leaving they stated they would return the following day to finish off the work – needless to say they didn’t turn up.

National Anti-Terrorist Hotline
The anti-terrorist hotline is a national asset staffed 24/7 by specialist police officers. Any information received by them relating to possible terrorist activity is closely looked at, with the officers deciding what, if any action should be taken.  You can contact the Anti-Terrorist Hotline on 0800 789 321.  A text phone facility for people who are deaf or who have hearing difficulties is also available on 0800 0324 539. 
The anti-terrorist hotline is the public’s direct connection to specialists within the police to report information which relates to helping counter terrorism.  This includes the reporting of suspicious activity.  The hotline number is also used during major incidents and appeals for information. 

Although there is no specific threat to any one area, recent events have shown us that a terrorist attack could occur at any time in any area. 

The Anti-Terrorist Hotline allows the public to report their concerns in confidence.  The Hotline should be used to report suspicious activity.  This could include:

· Someone noticeably behaving differently for no obvious reason

· Someone with a large number of mobile phones for no obvious reason

· Someone with passports, or other documents in different names for no obvious reason

· Someone who travels for long periods of time but is vague about where they’re going

· Someone buying  or storing large amounts of chemicals for no obvious reason

· Someone taking an interest in security, like CCTV cameras, for no obvious reason. 

The Anti-Terrorist Hotline is available to anyone who has information which may be useful to the Police in countering terrorism. 

When should it not be used:
· In an emergency or life threatening situation

· If a member of the publice believes they have found a bomb, or explosive device, they should call 999 immediately. 

All calls to the Anti-Terrorist Hotline are confidential. You know your community better than anyone so your vigilance and support is vital.  It doesn’t matter how small, or insignificant the information may seem to you – it may be the final piece of the jigsaw for the Police.

Don’t rely on other – if you suspect it, report it.
