Lancashire Police Authority 
The Lancashire Police Authority are looking for an independent member to join their group on £9814 allowance for 1.5 – 2 days per week.

Scams

I have received a number of scams which have been sent to local residents, one of which Trading Standards highlighted warning Lancashire residents that they may receive a call from some claiming to be from the Valuation Office Agency (VOA) or the Local Council.  Consumers are informed that they have been identified as being eligible for a rebate on their council tax and asked for credit card details or bank details to process the refund into their account.  These calls are bogus and residents should not provide any details to the caller.  One resident actually received a call purporting to be from HM Revenue & Customs service also stating he had a refund.   A spokesperson for VOA has confirmed that they would never ask for financial details.  If people have any questions about their council tax band they can go to the VOA website at www.voa.gov.uk for further details.  If you want to check out a scam then check the hoaxslayer website.
