Bike thefts in August were reported across our NPT, (Neighbourhood Police Team), area.

Bikes were taken from Overton between 30-31st July, Ocean View Leisure park on 11-12th, 21/8 and between 25/7 and 4th August. A bike was also taken from Longmeadow Lane, Heysham on 16th August.

Secure your bike every time you leave it.

Lock it in your garage if possible. 

Have it postcoded.

Thefts from Vehicles

An ‘Orange’ make mountain bike taken from a vehicle in Middleton, 01/08/10.

A quantity of cash and a Tom-Tom sat nav were taken from a vehicle on Greenfinch way, Mossgate Park overnight 11-12/08/10.

A Tom- Tom sat nav unit was taken from a vehicle of School Road, Heysham between 11-13/08/10.

A spare wheel cover was taken from the rear of a 4x4 vehicle on Middleton Road, Heysham overnight 27-28/08/10.

A large quantity of fuel was siphoned from 4 trucks at a haulage yard between 21-23/08/10.

Alarms

Lancashire Trading Standards and the police are warning consumers to be on their guard when alarm companies are offering deals which at first glance seen too good to be true.
 
An increase in complaints have been received that indicate that firms are operating across Lancashire offering alarm systems for nominal amounts, but with a catch that the consumer is then tied into an expensive maintenance and monitoring agreement. 
 
Trading Standards would give the following point guide.
 
If you are offered security products check first with your local Crime Prevention Officer or with Consumer Direct 

 
See if they are a member of a reputable trade association, such as the BSIA, and check them out. 

Quality firms do not need to press you into an immediate decision.

Quality firms are happy for you to check them out.

Quality firms do not rely on scare tactics or pressure selling to generate sales. 

Quality firms do not try to fit immediately to avoid you changing your mind.

Ideally don’t deal with uninvited salesmen or callers. Instead ask them to leave written details of the goods or services. You can check it out and then call them if you are interested. 

Always seek other quotes for the work to be carried out. 

Seek the advice of family, friend or neighbours. A recommendation from someone who has work carried out is far better.

Never agree to a contract on your doorstep without thoroughly checking it out. 
Check with Consumer Direct on 08454 04 05 06 who can give you general advice, and if necessary specific warning. 

Help Direct 0303 331111 who can put you in contact with registered traders. 

Be highly suspicious of free or very cheap offers. There is always a catch. 

 
Any firm calling at your home should give you written notice of your right to a 7 day cancellation period. Make use of this period to ensure you fully understand what you have agreed to.  
Do not sign to have the work started immediately unless it is absolutely necessary. Be suspicious of offers for discounts or lower prices if you have the work done immediately.
 
Good firms rely on word of mouth to spread the message. Rogues and bad workmen rely on you blaming yourself instead of screaming for help.
 
If you have been misled and have signed up for a contract that you now think is unfair, then make sure you contact Consumer Direct. They may be able to help you and the information may actually protect someone else from being misled.
